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1 Introduction

Welcome to the Lusaka International Community School (LICS). We place a strong emphasis
on the Community part of our name and trust that soon you and your child(ren) will feel part of a
close knit and caring group of people.

As part of the process to improve communications between LICS and Parents, we have up-
dated our ‘Handbook for Parents’

The handbook will be revised every new academic year for both new and existing parents so
that you are aware and can contribute to school systems and procedures.

This handbook relays information for the Early Years Department (EYD).

At Lusaka International Community School (LICS), the Early Years Department encompasses
the ELC & Reception classes for children between the ages of one and five years. The Depart-
ment has a dedicated staff committed to providing an optimal learning environment. The EYD
has a wide range of equipment and materials and both play areas are set in a well - secured
areas where children can explore and learn in safety.

2 LICS Vision and Mission Statement

LICS is a CIS (Council of International Schools) accredited School.

3 Board of Governors

The parents of the pupils at the school own LICS. The shareholders of the
school are called the company members. There is a maximum of 50 company
members at any time. Company members must be parents at the school com-
prising half Zambian citizens or residents, and half expatriates. Company
members have one major duty — to attend the Company AGM, which is held in
October. The company members elect the board, approve the accounts and
the annual report, and discuss any other business that may be proposed.
Board members are elected for three years. To be elected onto the board, you
do not have to be a company member, or even a parent of LICS. Being a board
member involves attendance at monthly board meetings, and may also involve
joining sub-committees.
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4 EYD Aims and Objectives

In order to provide an optimal learning environment, we have based our curriculum on the Eng-
lish Early Years Foundation Stage 0-5 document designed for the learning, development and
care of children from birth to five years. The Foundation Stage ends in the Reception Year and
the EYFS 0-5 document contains a curriculum framework that leads to the Early Learning
Goals. These are the objectives most children should achieve by the end of the Reception Year.
The EYFS gives curriculum guidance for teachers in six learning areas for effective planning,
assessment and teaching and prepares children for learning in Key Stage 1 (years 1 and 2). To
further enrich our curriculum we also incorporate elements from other internationally recognised
educational programmes.

The EYFS 0-5 guidance document enables teachers to plan appropriate learning experiences
for children in their care. All activities are play based as this is the way in which children are
challenged and learn with enjoyment.

4.2 A developmentally appropriate programme

The Infant/Toddler programme is based on the universal patterns of development that all chil-
dren go through i.e. children crawl before they walk. We acknowledge that each child is unique
and has their own timing of growth, passing through stages at different rates. As carers for in-
fants and toddlers we take into account the different ways young children approach new experi-
ences and the ways they interact with others.

The goals of the Infant/Toddler programme are based on the knowledge of the physical, emo-
tional, social and cognitive abilities of children in this age group. These goals aim to:

e Promote maximum interactions between children and caregivers

e Allow for time to be spent on routine activities e.g. changing diapers, feeding, washing and
dressing

e Facilitate and encourage parental involvement in order to adequately manage anxieties
faced by parents when placing children in our care

e Foster and nurture the development of attachments to caregivers and begin the resolution
of separation difficulties

e Encourage communication through a variety of methods between parents and caregivers

e Provide a safe environment which encourages the maximum possibility of exploration by the
infant/toddler

e Ensure that many types of play activities are planned and offered
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e Encourage the development and use of language skills

e Ensure that staff are caring, dedicated and cater for the needs of young children

We believe that as teachers we are role models for the children in our care and we are commit-
ted to planning activities that are age appropriate and help children to acquire skills that will not
only prepare them for the next phase of their education but for life. We acknowledge that par-

ents are the most significant adults in a child’:s
they are partners in planning the development and growth of their child at school.

4.3 The programme

HOW DOES IT WORK?

Children in the ELC are grouped according to age. Each of the four
groups — Green, Blue, Red and Yellow - has a set syllabus with aims
and objectives designed to cater for the particular age group. As-
sessment at each level is based on these and determines
whether a child is able to progress to the next stage. It is impor-
tant to remember that each child is unique and progresses at his
own rate and, therefore, the decision to promote or let your child
remain at a certain level is crucial. Please avoid at all cost com-
paring your child with another.

At all stages communication between parents and teachers will play a ma-
jor role as all decisions made must be in the best interests of the child.

The daily programme

The infant/toddler day begins at 08:00 and ends at 12:00. Please note that times for this age
group are flexible and parents may bring their children or pick them up at a time that is suitable.

The pace of each day is slow and based on the requirements of the children
and not the adults who care for them. A leisurely, flexible schedule will allow
infants to explore their environment at their own pace and adjust slowly to new
situations.

» Specific areas are designated for sleeping, playing, quiet activities,
diapering and feeding. Activities include: sensory activities (touch,
hearing, seeing), motor activities e.g. block play, pull toys etc, social
activities e.g. water play, soft toys etc. ELC Green children have their
own play area to play in and do not associate with the other children
during outdoor play for safety reasons.

Safety and security

The ELC gates open at 06:45 and close at 08:30.The front part of the ELC play area is in use
from this time up until 11:45 when the gates open for parents to collect their children. Parents
who come to the ELC between 08:30 and 11:45 will be asked to leave their vehicles outside the
gate before entering the premises. The gates close again at 13:30 and reopen at 15:45 once
the afternoon care programme starts. The gates open for individual parents collecting their chil-
dren before 15:45.

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The EYD also offers a variety of workshops for parents to inform them on aspects of the curricu-
lum or child development.

14 Trips and Visits

Educational visits are planned to compliment and enrich
the programme offered in the EYD. Visits are planned
well in advance, and staff will go before a planned trip to
ensure that it is suitable for the children and appropriate
to their learning needs.

When a trip is planned, parents will receive a letter to inform them about the trip. No child will be
taken on a trip without the written consent of a parent / guardian.

Parents will be asked to pay for the cost of some of the residential trips e.g. entrance fees to
Munda Wanga or Adventure City. All members of staff who are responsible for children in the
respective classes during the normal school day accompany classes on trips. Each member of
staff is given a small group of children, no more than five children per adult for the Red, Yellow
and reception classes and no more than two to three children per adult for the Green and Blue
groups. The staff will carry a mobile phone on the trip and a list of home and emergency contact
num-bers.

Children are supervised on the bus and will be asked to bring adequate provisions with them
such as a healthy packed lunch and a bottle of water as well as a cap and sun protection if it is
an outdoors trip.

A First Aid box is always carried in case of emergencies.

15 Accidents and lliness

If your child is unwell and under treatment,

it is essential to keep him at home than to send him to
school. If your child is ill or likely to stay home for two or more days,
please let the teacher know. It is important to keep the school informed
about any illness or health problem your child may have or if he is
admitted to hospital.

If your child is well enough to come to school
but needs to take medication at school for a
minor ailment please leave this with the school

nurse. Inform her of your chtieldy Jtfon and
her your child’s name and which s_s]"‘h j' in.

In some cases your child may insist on coming to school in spite of feeling poorly the night be-

fore. I nform your child' s teacher and the school
poorly again during the day the nurse will attend to him and contact you if further medical help is

required.

If your child requires essential daily medication for long term illnesses such as epilepsy or dia-
betes, the school nurse must be informed and medication left in her care. The nurse and your
chi |l d’ smustalsobdirformed at all times about the results of hospital visits.

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. Minor injuries (cuts and scrapes) are dealt with by the ELC first aider who will inform par-
ents on what care was administered to the child
. Injuries requiring more attention are dealt with by supervising staff/ School Nurse and

In the event of more serious injuries, an Ambulance may have to be called, and parents will be
alerted immediately.

15.1 Exclusion Policy

In order to protect the entire group of children, as well as your own child, we ask that parents
assist us in keeping sick children if they experience the following symptoms (in the past 24hrs):

a fever over 37.8°C (100°F) orally or 37.2°C (99°F) axillary (under the arm)
signs of newly developing cold or uncontrollable coughing

diarrhoea, vomiting, or an upset stomach

unusual or unexplained loss of appetite, fatigue, irritability, or headache
any discharge or drainage from eyes, nose, ears or open sores

Children who become ill during the day with any of these symptoms will need to be picked up
and taken home. If you have any questions on whether or not your child is well enough to return
to group care, please call us before bringing your child in. It is our prime concern to limit the
spread of communicable diseases within the centre and especially among the infant and toddler

group.

16 Settling in

In order to facilitate the settling in and a smooth transition between home and school, parents
will need to bring in a maid or helper to accompany their child for the first two weeks. The ELC
Green team will then slowly wean your child off the maid/helper during the course of the stipu-
lated time.

The first day

The big day is here at last! This is probably the biggest step your child
will ever take. He will, no doubt, find a tremendous difference between
home and school. Keep as much as possible to your normal morning
routine.

If possible, make it a family occasion. If not, try to ensure a close rela-
tive or friend who understands the importance of the day for the child
accompanies him to school, where the teacher will meet him.

Comparing your child

Please try to avoid at all cost comparing your child with another. Your child
is unigue and will do everything according to his own ability.
He looks different, learns differently and is HIMSELF.

If you are worried about lack of progress at school find out from his teacher if you NEED to be
worried and ask for ways of helping and encouraging him, but not in his presence. The child
with over-anxious parents is always at a disadvantage as their anxiety becomes his anxiety.

A few home truths

These days, perhaps the most precious commodity you can give your
child is you TIME. This cannot be easy if you have a large family, if
you are a one-parent family or if both parents are working, but it is
vital. It might help you to remember that the child who gets most
from home gets most from school. Though a teacher will do her
utmost to help the child who does not get help at home, she is
faced with an incredibly difficult task. Even if you are not able to
help reinforce the concepts taught at school, perhaps due to a
language problem (not all parents speak fluent English for exam-
ple), your continued, care and interest will go a long way towards
encouraging a responsive attitude in your child towards school
and his teacher.
